RANDALL COUNTY VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT
FIRE PROTECTION CONTRACT

IT IS HEREBY AGREED by and between Randall County, Texas, (hereafter, Randall
County) and Village of Palisades, Department of Public Safety, Volunteer Fire
Department (hereafter, the Fire Department) through the parties’ duly authorized
officers and pursuant to Texas Local Government Code section 352.001 that:

1.

The Fire Department shall provide the residents of Randall County with
fire-fighting equipment, vehicles and volunteer personnel sufficient to fight
fires that occur within its type and sphere of fire protection operation and
will comply with policy considerations defined and adopted by Randall
County's governing authority.

All fire calls received by the Fire Department from Randall County shall be
promptly answered, attended and fought with the expected skills of a
trained volunteer fire-fighting unit.

For any 911 call for fire or Emergency Medical Services (EMS) in the
Village of Palisades, the Randall County Sheriff's Office dispatch will page
the Fire Department to respond. Immediately afterward, Randail County
Fire will be paged to respond. If the Village of Palisades Fire Department
is available and able to handle the request for service, they will notify
Randall County Fire to disregard using the common response channel
(RCFD 1). If the Fire Department is unavailable or needs assistance with
the incident, Randall County Fire will respond.

The Fire Department agrees that each of its volunteer or full-time
firefighters shall have a minimum of twenty hours of firefighter training per
year. Training may be either in-house or formalized training at fire
schools and shall meet the requirements set forth by the National Fire
Protection Agency (NFPA 1001). Firefighters responding to Randall
County will hold as a minimum a Firefighter | certification from the Texas
State Firemen’s and Fire Marshal's Association or a basic structure
certification from the Texas Commission on Fire Protection and, in
addition, shall have completed the National Wildland Coordinating Group
$130 and S190 courses. Furthermore, the Fire Department agrees that
each of its firefighters responding to EMS (Emergency Medical Services)
incidents will hold a current license with the Texas Department of State
Health Services at a minimum of the Emergency Care Attendant level and
will operate under the current medical protocols approved by the medical
director. These training requirements shall be documented for each
individual on the State Firemen's and Fire Marshal's website and an
annual progress report shall be printed and submitted to the Randall



County Auditor before the end of January each year. Failure to confirm
each member's training may result in termination of this contract.

The Fire Department shall be in compliance with the National Incident
Management System (NIMS). Al firefighters must complete the following
classes: 1S 100, 200, 700 and 800. All supervisors must complete the
above-mentioned classes as well as IS 300. In addition, Chief Officers
must complete IS 400.

In consideration of fire protection services, Randall County agrees to pay
the Fire Department the sum of $5,000 annually, to be paid in equal
quarterly instaliments. In addition, an allotment of 204% of this sum may
be paid to the Fire Department by the Randall County Assistance District
No. 1 if, in the sole discretion of the Randall County Commissioners Court,
sufficient funds are collected by the Assistance District to pay this
allotment along with all other obligations of the Assistance District. All
monies received by the Fire Department shall be used for fire equipment
and services. Payment may be withheld if any reports required by this
agreement are delinquent. Randall County shall release withheld funds
upon receipt of all currently due reports.

At the end of each month, the Fire Department shall furnish to Randall
County two copies of a complete written report of every call or run made
by any of its fire engines and crews to every fire, or notice that no fire runs
were made during the month. One copy of such report shall be mailed or
emailed to the Randall County Judge and the other to the Randall County
Auditor. Every report shall include: the nature of the fire; victim's
name(s); the location thereof; the type of property involved; the cause, if
known, of the fire; and the results of the efforts of the unit fighting said fire.
Payment of any sums due shall be withheld until such call or run
documentation has been properly reported.

Randall County shall provide workers compensation insurance for
volunteer firefighters who are in good standing with the Fire Department.
Said insurance shall cover each volunteer firefighter while in “on duty”
status with his respective unit while responding to incidents occurring in
the unincorporated areas of Randall County. The Fire Department shall
provide a list of its volunteers to the Randall County Auditor's Office.

The Fire Department agrees to be an equal opportunity employer and
shall not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, color, sex, age,
national origin, disability, veteran status, sexual orientation, or any other
status protected by federal or state law.



10.  Randall County reserves the right to revoke this contract at any time due
to lack of funding or for non-compliance with the terms outlined in this

contract.

11.  Randall County reserves the right to conduct a complete audit of the Fire
Depariment.

12.  This agreement is made in compliance with the current statutes granting
Randall County authority to provide fire protection to its rural residents.

13.  This Agreement shall be become effective on October 1, 2023 and shall

expire on September 30, 2024. This agreement may be terminated upon
sixty (60) days written notice and the consent of both parties.

VILLAGE OF PALISADES ORDINANCE NO. ) 2033 P92 a.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF PALISADES, TEXAS,
AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES SECTION 1.01.004
AMENDMENTS OR ADDITIONS TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES

WHEREAS, the Village of Palisades is a Type B general-law municipality with the powers
and duties granted to it by the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, Texas Local Government Code Chapter 51 provides that the governing body
of the municipality may adopt an ordinance, that the governing body considers proper for the
government of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, Texas Local Government Code Chapter 52 provides for the publication of
municipal ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Palisades has determined that changing the method for adoption
and publication of ordinances to be more consistent with state law will be beneficial and proper.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE
VILLAGE OF PALISADES, TEXAS:

That Section 1.01.004 of the Code of Ordinances, is hereby AMENDED to read as follows:

Sec. 1.01.004 Amendments or Additions to the Code

All ordinances of a general and permanent nature, and amendments to such
ordinances, hereafter enacted or presented to the Board of Aldermen for enactment,
shall be drafted, so far as possible, as specific amendments of, or additions to, the
Code of Ordinances. Amendments to this code shall be made by reference to the
chapter and section of the code which is to be amended, and additions shall bear an
appropriate designation of chapter, article and section; provided, however, the
failure to do so shall in no way affect the validity or enforceability of such
ordinances.

All ordinances shall become effective as indicated in the ordinance and/or in
accordance with state law provisions governing the adoption and publication of the
ordinance, or a caption of the ordinance, as applicable.

That, this ordinance shall become effective upon final passage by the Board of Aldermen.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF PALISADES, TEXAS, MAKING
APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE SUPPORT OF THE VILLAGE OF
PALISADES FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2023
AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2024; PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION
OF THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE VILLAGE OF PALISADES, TEXAS
FOR THE 2024 FISCAL YEAR; PROVIDING THAT EXPENDITURES FOR
SAID FISCAL YEAR SHALL BE MADE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SAID
BUDGET; PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A
SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, on August 1, 2023, the proposed FY 2024 Operating Budget was filed with
the City Secretary, and made available for public inspection; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen has received the proposed Budget, appended hereto
as Exhibit A, for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2023 and ending September 30, 2024; and,

WHEREAS, a public hearing was ordered by the Board of Aldermen, public notice of said
hearing was caused to be given by the Board of Aldermen, said notice was published in the
Official Newspaper of the Village of Palisades, Texas, and said public hearing was held in
accordance to said notice.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF
THE VILLAGE OF PALISADES, TEXAS:

SECTION 1.

That, the appropriations for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2023 and ending
September 30, 2024, for the support of the general government of the Village of Palisades, Texas,
be fixed and determined for said terms in accordance with the expenditures shown in the proposed
Fiscal Year 2024 Budget, a copy of which is appended hereto as Exhibit A.

SECTION 2.

That, the Budget, as shown in words and figures in Exhibit A, is hereby approved in all
respects and adopted as the Village of Palisades’ Budget for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1,
2023 and ending September 30, 2024.



SECTION 3.

Legislature, and that will establish rates for Cities based on the system-wide cost of serving the
Atmos West Texas service area; and

WHEREAS, the RRM tariff was adopted by the City in a rate ordinance in 2018; and

WHEREAS, on about March 31, 2023, Atmos West Texas filed its 2023 RRM rate request
with Cities based on a test year ending December 31, 2022; and

WHEREAS, Cities coordinated its review of the Atmos West Texas 2023 RRM filing
through its Executive Commiitee, assisted by Cities’ attorneys and consultants, to resolve issues
identified in the Company’s RRM ﬁling; and

WHEREAS, the Executive Committee, as well as Cities” counsel and consultants,
recommends that Cities approve an increase in base rates for Atmos West Texas of $8.4 million
with an Effective Date of October 1, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the attached tariffs (Attachment 1) implementing new rates are consistent
with the recommendation of the Cities” Executive Committee, are agreed to by the Company, and
are just, reasonable, and in the public interest; and

Section 1. That the findings set forth in this Resolution are hereby in all things approved.

Section 2. That, without prejudice to future litigation of any issue identified by Cities, the
City Council finds that the settled amount of an increase in revenues of $ 8.4 million for Cities
represents a comprehensive settlement of gas utility rate issues affecting the rates, operations, and
services offered by Atmos West Texas within the municipal limits arising from Atmos West
Texas’ 2023 RRM filing, is in the public; interest, and is consistent with the City’s authority under
Section 103.001 of the Texas Utilities Code.

Section 3. That the existing rates for natural gas service provided by Atmos West Texas
are unreasonable. The new tariffs, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment 1, are
just and reasonable, and are designed to allow Atmos West Texas to recover annually an additional
$8.4 million in revenue from customers in Cities, over the amount allowed under currently
approved rates. Such tariffs are hereby adopted.

Section 4. That the ratemaking treatment for pensions and retiree medical benefits in
Atmos West Texas’ next RRM filing shall be as set forth on Attachment 2, attached hereto and
incorporated herein.

Section 5. That Atmos West Texas shall reimburse the reasonable ratemaking expenses of
the Cities in processing the Company’s 2023 RRM filing.
